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Vice Presidentôs Message

Itôs May and spring is on its way. April showers did happen!  I saw my first trillium on May 1, 2011 
which is a sure sign that the black flies are not very far away!  A few items of Wollaston Council 
business that lake residents should be aware of: 
 
First, after the election in November council got into gear in January.  Several incidents of bad 
behavior made the Bancroft Press in February but there have been improvements.  Part of the reason 
for this is an increase in pubic attendance at the meetings. So, I would encourage everyone to attend 
if they can.  Council meetings are the 2nd and 4th Tuesday of each month.  
 
Second, by the time you receive this newsletter, Council will have approved the 2011 Budget.  Expect 
an increase because we have been living on a diet of Federal and Provincial infrastructure grants for 
the past three years and the well is dry. Be aware that the increase is not due to MPAC assessments. 
Council determines how much revenue is required to run the Municipality for the services provided 
and costs increase as they do for us as individuals. Gas, diesel, wages and benefits, electricity - all 
cost the Municipality more just as we personally experience.  Do not accept MPAC as the culprit as 
the only role they play is as the distribution mechanism. 
 
Third, the Revitalization Committee has been working long and hard on numerous projects, most of 
which are noticeable and have greatly improved the appearance of the Hamlet of Coe Hill. The Post 
Office Town Gathering Place project is up in the air at this writing because a vocal-minority is 
concerned about the reduction of parking spaces in front of the Post office.  This is in conflict with the 
objective of having a ógreen spaceô. Revitalization is moving on to the second phase of its initiative ï 
Economic Development. 
 
Fourth - one of the main impediments to economic development in our part of Ontario is the lack of 
high speed communications capability. This was identified as a priority to correct three years ago and 
is now becoming a reality in Eastern Ontario.  Wollaston Township will be one of the beneficiaries of 
the largest broadband project in Canada. Over $170 million dollars is being spent by the three levels 
of government and private business to implement high speed broadband internet capability with 
capacity of 10Gbps initially and up to 100Gbps in the backbone network.  RFPôs have been awarded 
and implementation is underway right now.  The schedule for Hastings North, which includes Coe Hill, 
Bancroft, Madoc, and Maynooth is to be completed 4Q12 and available to households in 2Q13.

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Environment Report

It is great to be able to see the lake water and shoreline ógreening upô after such a long time of solid 
ice on the lake. This year, on the main part of the lake, the ice disappeared April 22nd which seems 
late? 
 
I like to start off by speaking to the ever-present threat of new species to our lake ï commonly 
referred to as óinvading speciesô.  Last year, we participated in the óInvading Species Watchô Program, 
which is sponsored jointly by the MNR and Ontario Federation of Anglers & Hunters (OFAH). The 
program provides us with sampling kits designed to test for the evidence of two invasive species ï 
zebra mussels and spiny water flea. In 2009 and 2010, we tested negative for the presence of both 
species and this year we will conduct our sampling in August. 
 
The program, in 2009, performed water analysis sampling in 147 lakes and found spiny water fleas in 
12 lakes, 6 of which were first occurrences. Zebra mussels were found in 39 lakes, 16 of which were 
new lakes. The disturbing trend here is that zebra mussels were found in 27% of the sampled lakes 
and increasing rapidly. Invading species create serious ecological and economic problems and 
quickly change the biodiversity of our lake system. Zebra mussels breed at an alarming rate and once 
in place filter water at a rapid rate resulting in areas of the lake that become óclear waterô but devoid of 
life. As well, zebra mussels attach themselves to hard surfaces such as water intake pipes and clog 
them not to mention cut feet for swimmers 
 
The key word here is ópreventionô. How do we stop the spread of these species, which are all around 
us? The spread is almost 100% due to lake-to-lake transport on the bottom and sides of boats, 
personal watercraft, fishing equipment, anchors, etc. Boats of your friends or family that came 
from other lakes are all suspect and potential carriers of these species. As such, we need your help 
to stop the spread. When you have a visitor with a boat or your boat is being brought back from a 
trip to another lake, please take the time and drain/wash the boat before re-entering our lake. The 
information below gives you instructions on how to do this and what to look for. Please take the time 
to review it and encourage your visitors with boats to make sure they have a clean boat before 
launch. Lastly, to learn more about invading species, please visit the environment section of the

Boaters and Anglers - You can help! 

1. Inspect your boat, motor, trailer, and boating equipment such as anchors and fishing gear, 
centerboards, rollers, and axles. Remove any zebra mussels and other animals and plants that are 
visible before leaving any water body.  
 
2. Drain water from the motor, live well, bilge and transom wells while on land immediately before 
leaving the water body  
 
3. Wash or dry your boat, tackle, downriggers, trailer, and other boating equipment to kill harmful 
species that were not visible at the boat launch. Some aquatic species can survive more than two 
weeks out of water. Therefore, it is important to:

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o Rinse your boat and equipment that normally gets wet with hot tap water (greater than 
50°C), or  

o Spray your boat and trailer with high pressure water (250 psi) 

Secondly, Iôd like to inform you of our linkage with the Coalition Of Haliburton Property Owners 
(C.H.A.) which is a coalition of over 30 Haliburton lake associations joining together to tackle 
projects. This year, we will be in receipt of a óLake Stewards Manualô which is the benefit of a 
$27,000 grant funding the research and publication. This spring the manual is to be published and 
we look forward to some new learning which may have applicability for our lake.

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Lake Steward Report 
Steve Neville 

 
We are again involved in two water quality monitoring programs focusing on phosphorus levels, water 
clarity, and E. coli readings.  
 

¶ High phosphorus levels from septic tanks and fertilisers can cause excessive plant and algae 
growth ï the lower the better. 

¶ Clarity is linked to phosphorus levels ï high phosphorus levels mean more algae, which in turn 
make the water cloudy. 

¶ E. coli is an indicator of sewage pollution. High levels can render the water unsafe for 
swimming. 

 
Lake Partner Program 
 
We participate as a volunteer for the Ministry of the Environmentôs Lake Partner Program.  We 
monitor phosphorus levels in May and take clarity readings throughout the summer. We sample in the 
deepest part of the main lake. Because we sample during the spring ñturnoverò in May, when the lake 
is well mixed, the sample should be very representative of the lakeôs overall quality at the beginning 
of the season.  The 2010 phosphorus reading was very low at 6 micrograms per litre. Anything below 
10 is ñgood news,ò as it suggests a slim likelihood of algae blooms and excessive weed growth. This 
low level was in fact a slight improvement from the previous two years, although this could be due to 
natural variation or weather conditions. Not surprisingly, the clarity in the main lake was also very 
good throughout last summer, with an average ñSecchi diskò reading of 5.6 metres. Anything greater 
than 5 metres is indicative of low nutrient levels. ñClearly,ò a good thing! 
 
WLHCA Sampling Program 
 
Our own sampling program is a key priority for the association. We take samples from various points 
around the lake for phosphorus and E Coli testing in July and September. In 2010, we instituted some 
technical improvements to the sampling program, principally filtering the phosphorus samples to 
eliminate potential contamination with small organisms, which can significantly skew phosphorus 
readings upwards.  
 
All E. coli readings were consistently well below the provincial standard. In the deeper parts of the 
lake the phosphorus levels were quite satisfactory.  In contrast the readings indicated some higher 
than normal phosphorus readings in shallower areas of the lake like Kendon Bay and the Third Lake, 
particularly in July. These results are a little difficult to explain. Since the filtering process should 
eliminate any contamination, it suggests that these phosphorus ñspikesò may be ñrealò readings, 
which is a concern. However water quality experts tell us that caution should be used in interpreting 
these shallow water readings. 
 
We will continue our water quality vigilance through our sampling program, with the changes 
described here, and will report back to the membership on the results.
